 INFORMATION AND INSTRUCTIONS

Please read the candidate qualifications and scholarship conditions carefully.  

Basic Candidate Qualifications
To be eligible to receive a scholarship, a person must:

(a)  Have been a resident of Alabama for a period of at least ONE YEAR immediately preceding application. Two proofs of residency are required and must have YOUR name, a PHYSICAL Alabama address (post office boxes are not acceptable), and be dated July 01, 2013 or before. 

(b)  Have an ACTIVE unencumbered Alabama REGISTERED NURSE license. 

(c)  Be a person of good character. 

(d)  Submit a completed application ON OR BEFORE JULY 31, 2014, including official transcript or certification from the registrar, certification of admission to graduate study, and proofs of Alabama residency.  It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure all of the required information is received by the deadline.

(e)  Applicants have been admitted to an accredited graduate program seeking a GRADUATE DEGREE.  

Scholarship Conditions
(a)  Recipient must attend school FOR 6 HOURS EACH SEMESTER DURING TWO CONSECUTIVE SEMESTERS DURING THE YEAR OF FUNDING (10/01/14 – 09/30/15).

(b)  Prior to October 1 of the year of study, recipient must submit a signed promissory note and an agreement to fulfill obligations to repay funds.

(c)  Recipient must KEEP THE BOARD INFORMED of the status of the above conditions and must immediately inform the Board of the failure to comply with the conditions.

(d)  The Board, at its discretion and for just cause shown, may modify or extend the conditions on an individual basis.

(e)  Applicants must agree to teach nursing full-time in an Alabama college or university or practice in a nursing position in Alabama for at least two years immediately after graduation.


Application
It is your responsibility to submit a complete application packet.  Your application packet must be received in the Board of Nursing office on or before July 31, 2014, and ALL of the following items MUST BE INCLUDED IN YOUR APPLICATION PACKET at the time of submission:

(a)  A completed application; to include answering the questions in essay format. Be sure to answer the question asked.  Please see the section labeled Application Packet Instructions for details on how to complete the application.

(b)  An official transcript (in sealed/unopened envelope from school) from your nursing program indicating the degree and date awarded. Student copies are not acceptable.  

(c)  Certification of admission to graduate study signed by the dean or associate dean; and

(d)  Two documents evidencing Alabama residency for the year immediately preceding application (i.e., copy of driver’s license, real estate mortgage, lease agreement, car insurance policy, homeowners insurance policy, voter registration card, Alabama income tax return, tag receipt, utility bill, etc.).The proofs of residency must be dated July 01, 2013 or before and must contain the applicant’s name and an Alabama physical address (Items with Post Office boxes for the address are NOT acceptable as proofs of residency).


Application Packet Instructions

The Application packet consists of a four page scholarship application and a one page certificate of admission.  The application packet may be completed/signed and emailed, faxed, or mailed.  The Application is a pdf document.  When you open the application from our website you must save the blank document before continuing.    

[bookmark: _GoBack](a) The document allows you to type in all the required information, including the ability to electronically sign the document.  Please note, answers to the application questions MUST be typed, or the application will not be accepted.  Additionally, you MUST follow the specific instructions below in order to be able to save a copy of your application packet.

(b) If you want to email your application packet: After you have completed the application, you should select the word “Sign” in the upper right hand corner of Adobe.  Once you select “Sign” a menu will appear.  You should select “Place Signature.”  A pop up box appears so you can enter your name.  Once your name is entered, press the Accept button.  You can then place your signature on the Signature Line on page 4.  Once this is completed, you can select the “Signed.  Proceed to Send” button on the menu to save a copy of the application packet.  To email the certificate of admission, you must fill it out, print it, and have it signed by Dean or Associate Dean of your University or College.  You can then scan the signed document to your computer so you can email it.  Email the completed application packet to christie.davis@abn.alabama.gov.  Please put your name and the phrase “scholarship application” in the subject of your email.  

(c)  If you want to fax your application packet: After you have completed the application, you should select the word “Sign” in the upper right hand corner of Adobe.  Once you select “Sign” a menu will appear.  You should select “Place Signature.”  A pop up box appears so you can enter your name.  Once your name is entered, press the Accept button.  You can then place your signature on the Signature Line on page 4.  Once this is completed, you can select the “Signed.  Proceed to Send” button on the menu to save a copy of the application packet.  To fax the certificate of admission, you should fill it out, print it, and have it signed by the Dean or Associate Dean of your University or College.  You can then fax the total application packet to the attention of Scholarships at 334-293-5201.  

(d)  If you want to mail your application packet: Complete the application, select the word “Sign” in the upper right hand corner of Adobe, and then select the “Signed.  Proceed to Send” button on the menu.  You can save a copy, print that copy out, get the appropriate signatures, and then mail to Alabama Board of Nursing, Attn: Scholarships, PO Box 303900, Montgomery, AL 36130-3900.

General Information
Completed applications will be considered by the Board at the September 2014 meeting.  Everyone having a completed application on file by July 31, 2014, will be notified when the scholarship recipients have been selected.

Upon submission of a signed contract, promissory note, and verification of full-time study, scholarship payments will be made semi-annually with the first check being issued after January 1, 2015 and the second check being issued after July 1, 2015 upon receipt of verification of continued full-time study. Grades for Fall semester must be received by December 21, 2014. Grades for Spring semester must be received by June 21, 2015. Grades for Summer semester must be received by September 1, 2015. If grades are not received by the deadline for the appropriate term, the Alabama Board of Nursing will assume the intended recipient is declining the scholarship award.

If the recipient fails to continue full-time study, complete the program, or complete two full years of working in Alabama immediately following graduation, the recipient must repay to the State Treasury the entire amount of any scholarship funds received.
