Questions Answers 

Why do I have to prove my 

citizenship when I was born in 

the US? 

The Alabama Immigration Law requires that in order to issue or renew a license, each applicant or licensed 

nurse is required to submit proof of citizenship or legal presence at least once.  

Submit the appropriate checklist and copies of appropriate documents via email, fax, or mail. Contact 

information is on the form.  

Do I have to do this for every 

renewal? 

Citizens are only required to be verified once.  

Non-citizens with a permanent resident card are only required to submit proof one time. 

Non-citizens with other documents are required to submit proof at time of original licensure and at each 

renewal. 

Do I have to submit this even 

though I was originally licensed 

a very long time ago and am 

reinstating my license? 

Yes. The Alabama Immigration Law requires that a licensed nurse is required to submit proof of citizenship or 

legal presence at least once if she or he is a citizen or non-citizen with a permanent residence card. Non-

citizens with other documents must submit documentation at each renewal.  

 

What do I need to do to comply 

with the citizenship/legal

You must complete the appropriate form for your specific situation and submit the completed form and 

supporting documentation to the Board.

How do I submit my citizenship 

or legal presence 

documentation? 

There is contact information on the form. Forms may be submitted by email (preferred), mail, fax, or in person 

at the Board office. For example, a nurse or applicant may complete the form and take a photo of the form 

while the person’s Driver’s License is also in view on the form and email the photo to the Board.
