Requirements and Application Process

Women’s Health Certified Registered Nurse Practitioners and Certified Nurse Midwives in collaborative practice with a qualified physician may apply to the Alabama Board of Nursing and the Alabama Board of Medical Examiners for approval to perform Colposcopy, Colposcopically-Directed Biopsy, Related Procedures and Endocervical Curettage.  The Comprehensive Curriculum of the American Society for Colposcopy and Cervical Pathology (ASCCP) is required for all applicants.

Application Process
1. Complete the didactic component of the ASCCP Comprehensive Curriculum for Colposcopy prior to application to the Board of Nursing.

2. The physician and CRNP/CNM must submit an application to the Board of Nursing to Add or Change Collaborative Practice.  
Attach the request for these procedures to the ABN Standard Protocol for CRNP or CNM in the section for Additional Duties.  
The application must include:

a.
Documentation of the physician’s qualification to perform the procedures and serve as mentor as required in the ASCCP curriculum.
b.
Documentation that the CRNP/CNM has completed the didactic portion of the ASCCP curriculum from an accepted course provider. 

3. The Joint Committee of the ABN & ABME for Advanced Practice Nursing will review the application and make recommendation to the respective Boards.  
4. After approval of the collaborative practice, the CRNP/CNM may begin the ASCCP Colposcopy Mentorship Program for supervised procedures and mentored review of cases.
5. Supervised procedures must be documented as required by the ASCCP Colposcopy Mentorship Program.

6. Submit documentation of the ASCCP Certificate of Completion for the Colposcopy Mentorship Program for the CRNP/CNM to the Board of Nursing.  

7. The Joint Committee for Advanced Practice Nursing will review the collaborative practice application and supporting documentation for recommendation to the ABN & ABME.  
8. Upon final approval by both Boards, the CRNP/CNM may perform Colposcopy, Colposcopically-Directed Biopsy, Related Procedures and Endocervical Curettage without direct supervision by the collaborating physician.
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
